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The Main Course is this shape of the tray, specifically around the torso but also 
the width and dept h. Choose from one of the premade  curves (or draw your own). 
Determine the tray size. Decide what dessert first (see below), then cut it out to 
ensure a good fit.
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Sides are the “cut outs” that make room for things like mounts and joy sticks. 
Cut and tes t  to ensure good clearance.  
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Toppings add that extra flavor to the main course. These are things like “bumpers” 
so things don’t slide off, tablet/communication device slots, or cup holders.
Draw and label the shape.

Desserts are special, right? So is attaching trays to wheelchairs. Pick your 
preferred attachment. if you choose the armrest option, make sure the tray is 
at least 3 inches wider than the armrests on each side.
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Return the template.
